» Vast waters of Sulu Sea worked to
advantage of pirates who prey on ships
passing by Tawi-tawi area & nearby
waters off Eastern Sabah

» Abu Sayyaf Group’s (ASG) Since March
2016, became notorious for seaborne
abduction of crew for ransom

» Sabah, North Borneo, became
traditional staging ground or theatre of
operations for ASG.

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Threat Level Matrix
TWO (2) FACTORS

e SEVERITY e LIKELIHOOD
e Pertains to capability of e Pertains to probability of an attack
perpetrators to do harm and from happening depending on
intensity of outcome of a credibility or accuracy of collected
perpetrated attack. information on movements and

activities of perpetrators, as well as
their perceived intent to conduct
atrocities.

Both factors are attuned with the National Terrorism Threat Level Advisory System Standard Operating Procedures (SOP)
developed by the National Intelligence Board - National Intelligence Committee (NIC-NIB) which was institutionalized by virtue

of Resolution No. 004 series of 2020.




Comprehensive Threat Assessment (cont’d)
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Severity Factor

Perpetrators were unarmed. No minimal damage incurred to vessel, property, and crew.
No items were stolen. No attempt to abduct crew.

Perpetrators were armed. Crew may be subjected to duress and items may be stolen.

MODERATE

Attempted abduction unsuccessful.

Perpetrators were armed. Crew was violently harmed/assaulted resulting in severe injury.
There was a clear intent for abduction and hijacking which may or may not be successful.

EXTREME Perpetrators were heavily armed and able to successfully Hijack vessel and abduct crew. In
some cases, victims may also be killed during incident.




Comprehensive Threat Assessment (cont’d)
Likelihood Factor
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CERTAIN Chance of incident/attack from happening absolute.

LIKELY Chance of incident/attack from happening common.

POSSIBLE An incident/attack may or may not occur.

UNLIKELY Isolated incident/attack may transpire.

Very little chance that an incident/attack may happen.




Comprehensive Threat Assessment (cont’d)

Threat Level Matrix

MODERATE

Incidents are likely to occur with absolute certainty and severity.

There is credible information indicating plans/intent to conduct atrocities. Hence, incidents
are more likely to occur with significant damages to vessel and crew.

Incidents are possible to occur but are relatively less severe in nature.

MODERATE LOW

Incidents are unlikely to occur due to perpetrators’ perceived lack of capability to
orchestrate an attack. Nevertheless, minimal damages are expected to vessel and crew in
case there is an attack.

No information or monitored activities suggesting impending attack, hence, incidents are
not expected to occur.

» As the threat of abduction of crew Iin the Sulu-
Celebes Seas has diminished since January 2020
due to successful military operations and robust law
enforcement initiatives, the ReCAAP ISC updates its
Advisory to all ships to consider re-route from the
area as an option based on their prerogative.

» For ships transiting the area, the ship masters and
crew are strongly encouraged to exercise extra
vigilance and report all incidents immediately to the
Operation Centres of the Philippines and Eastern
Sabah Security Command (ESSCOM) of Malaysia.
