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Piracy and Armed Robbery Against Ships in Asia

OVERVIEW

During 6-12 Nov 18, the ReCAAP ISC did not receive report of piracy or armed robbery
against ships that occurred in Asia. However, an attempted incident of piracy outside Asia
was reported to the ReCAAP ISC. The attempted incident occurred while the ship was
sailing in the Gulf of Aden on 2 Nov 18. The detailed description of the incident is tabulated
in attachment.

SITUATION OF ABDUCTION OF CREW IN THE SULU-CELEBES SEAS AND
WATERS OFF EASTERN SABAH

As the threat of abduction of crew in the Sulu-Celebes Seas and waters off eastern Sabah
remains, ReCAAP ISC maintains its advisory issued via the ReCAAP ISC Incident Alert
dated 21 November 2016 to all ships to reroute from the area, where possible. Otherwise,
ship masters and crew are strongly urged to exercise extra vigilance while transiting the
Sulu-Celebes Seas and eastern Sabah region, and report immediately to the Centres as
shown in map below.
