Piracy and Armed Robbery against Ships in Asia
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OVERVIEW

One CAT 4! incident of armed robbery against ships in Asia was reported to ReCAAP ISC. The incident occurred on board a general cargo ship
while anchored at Panjang Anchorage, Indonesia. An unknown number of perpetrators were suspected to have had boarded the ship through
the poop deck going to the engine room entrance. All crew members were safe and several engine spares were reported stolen (*).
